More specifically, applicants should address what texts
(or kinds of texts) have been the most useful in their studies and
why, and they should also explain how the critical questions that
motivate their studies have informed their intellectual development
more broadly.

4. Two letters of recommendation that address the student’s
academic performance; one must be from an English Department
faculty member.

2. Financial need (per FAFSA determination)

3. Intention to teach

2. Copy of transcripts

3. An essay (of approximately 800‐1,000 words) that focuses on the crit-
ical questions or problems the student is pursuing in the discipline.
More specifically, applicants should address what texts (or kinds of
texts) have been the most useful in their studies and why, and they
should also address how the critical questions that motivate their stud-
ies will inform their teaching.

3. Minimum 3.5 GPA  

4. Demonstrated experience working with minority groups 
(particularly ethnic or gender groups)  

To be considered, applicants must provide:  

1. Cover Letter  

2. Copy of transcripts
